The market for solar trackers is
becoming more and more
international. Since the collapse of
the Spanish market, the industry
has been seeking markets to
compensate for it. Quite a few of
them have opened up.

olar tracking pays off at locations with high di-
S rect radiation. Of the two large PV markets,

Germany and Spain, the one that collapsed
was particularly ideal for the tracker system industry.
Almost no company remained unscathed. The sales
of the German systems manufacturer Degerenergie
are a typical example of how deep the downturn has
been. In 2009 Deger sold in 38 countries. Sales grew
in 37 of those, while they declined in just one. Yet the
losses in that one country, Spain of course, were
enough to push the company’s total sales below the
previous year’s level. However, the expectations for
2010 are optimistic again at almost all companies
surveyed.
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
